HOW THE BIBLE READINGS
ARE ARRANGED

In this plan you will be reading the
Bible in chronological order, as nearly
aspossible, because this greatly enhances
comprehension. In the Old Testament
this is not so difficult to arrange, with the
exceptions of Job and Psalms. We have
included the works of the prophets in
their proper place in the historical narra-
tive of God’s people, Israel. Duplicate
accounts are often included in a single
day’s reading. The Psalms have been
inserted at scattered points throughout
the year, with every effort made to place
appropriate Psalms with passages that
they seem to “fit.”

In the New Testament you will begin
with Luke and Acts, followed by the
epistles. The other Gospels will be peri-
odically included so that you are con-
stantly exposed to Jesus Christ, even as
you read of His will for His church.
Lastly, you will read the book of Revela-
tion.

God’s blessings rest with those who
will read, understand, and live by His
Word. May this guide help you to that
noble end. “Thy word is a lamp to my
feet, and a light to my path” (Psalms
